	Coyotes have proven to be very adaptable animals and are thriving in many cities across the U.S. Although the coyote is common throughout the US, many aspects of the coyote remain mysterious and poorly understood. Dr. Stan Gehrt has been conducting research on urban coyotes in the Chicago area since 2000, making it the largest study of its kind. To date, nearly 500 coyotes have been captured and monitored. He will present results of the research and along the way address myths and truths about this amazing carnivore.
